The accommodation we use is
generally graded 2 to 3 star and is comfortable, clean and friendly and
is booked on a twin share basis. The majority of rooms have en-suite
bathrooms and very occasionally they will have shared ablutions. All
linen and bedding is provided. Details of accommodation for each night
are available on each detailed itinerary, or on our website

Most meals will be prepared by the Sunway guides, from the
truck. Evening meals we eat around a camp fire or in a boma and you will have
roadside picnic style lunches on travelling days. Depending on the itinerary a
selection of dinners and breakfasts will be catered in-house by certain lodges.

UNDER CANVAS CAMPING

Camping in the wilds of Africa is the way to go - it's an awesome
experience to lie in your tent at night listening to the roar of lions
or the haunting cry of a jackal!

On safari you stay in designated camping sites in national parks,
private reserves, private campsites and towns. Facilities are good with
hot showers, electricity, clothes washing facilities and generally a bar
and restaurant available. Some camps further north can be basic and
have limited facilities and simple reed enclosures for showers but do
have flush toilets!

In the Botswana national parks we generally use private wild
campsites. On wild camping nights there are no facilities. The Sunway
team will erect a bucket shower, with warm water from the fire, and

a pit toilet tent. Wild camping is a true wilderness experience and we
keep our impact on the environment to a minimum, taking out
everything we take in.

4& Sunway supplies all the camping equipment with the exception of your
sleeping bag and pillow (available for rent). The canvas dome tents we use

are large (2.2 x 2.2 x 1.8 metre), with built-in insect nets. Putting them up or
down takes only 5 minutes. We supply 5 cm thick mattresses, which are warm
and comfortable. The camp chairs have a backrest and all cooking and eating
utensils will also be provided. Food is kept in sealed containers and cooler
boxes or freezers ensuring fresh and hygienic food preparation.

B It's not all camping! On most safaris there will be a number of lodge or
guest house accommodation nights. The facilities will be modest but clean
and comfortable. Generally you will have an en-suite twin room.

Most meals will be prepared by the Sunway guides, evening
meals we eat around a camp fire or in a boma and you will have roadside
picnic style lunches on travelling days.

Non-participation: On the Classic Journeys the Sunway team, and
the various accommodation staff will look after the operational side
of the safari. Your holiday time is exclusively yours to enjoy your safari
and get the most from your travel experience. Where porters are
available they’ll help with your bags, but sometimes you'll need to
carry your own bags. Please remember that this is still an adventure
tour, travelling by safari vehicle, so the more you put in the more
rewarding your experience will be.

Classic Journeys single supplement: Due to the group size and the
lodge room allocations, if you are travelling on your own there is a
price supplement. Please see the individual itineraries for details of
the single supplement.

Classic Journey transport: In Botswana on the Botswana Baobabs
Classic Journey, we use open sided custom built 4WD vehicles,
maximum of 8 clients, each having their own ‘window’ seat. On
the Zimbabwe and Botswana lvory Route Classic Journey, we use
primarily minibuses, with air conditioning, for transfers between
destinations, and then make use of local open game drive vehicles
where possible. And on the Namibia and Botswana Elephant Track,
due to road conditions, we use primarily a Sunway safari truck.

Pace & Distance: Classic Journeys are crafted for a more relaxed
safari experience. With two-night stays at key destinations these
itineraries offer a gentler travel pace with more time to enjoy each
location. While travel distances are shorter, the itineraries still include
a variety of excursions, short walks, and wildlife activities, making
them suitable for travellers who enjoy exploring Africa.

Note Classic Journey Botswana luxury mobile camps: In Mababe
Private Reserve and Savuti in the Chobe National Park, we stay in a
luxury pre-erected mobile tented camps. Each mini Meru tent has
camp beds with linen, bed side table, solar powered lighting, and
an en suite bath room with private shower. The camp is serviced
by our back up team, including housekeeping, waiter and chef. Set
up on private exclusive use locations within the parks the camp is a
wonderful experience and highlight for many clients.

Limited participation: On our accommodated adventures we will
require a limited amount of participation from you. The Sunway guides
will, when required, do the meal preparation and will ask you for a bit of
help cleaning up afterwards (on rotation). Where restaurant meals are
included in the itinerary, obviously these will be served by the lodge
and do not require your assistance. When everyone gets involved in the
safari it makes the entire tour more successful.

Accommodated Adventures single supplements: Booking solo -
you do not pay any more for travelling as a single person. If you are
travelling on your own, Sunway will automatically room you with
another same gender single person. If however you request a single
room these are available on each tour, with a price supplement. Please
note that there is a limit of 2 single rooms available on each tour.

The guides do all of the provisioning, meal
planning and cooking, but a bit of help with preparation before and
cleaning up after the meal is always appreciated.

Under Canvas Camping single supplements: Booking solo - you do
not pay any more for travelling as a single person.

Pace & Distance: Camping safaris follow the same travel distances
and pacing as Accommodated Adventures, with access to the same
key highlights. While the physical activities are similar, the nature
of camping requires a bit more involvement and a willingness to
be hands-on. This style allows guests to connect closely with the
environment, hear the sounds of the wild at night, and experience
Africa’s wilderness in its most authentic form.

Note: Southern Africa has an excellent climate throughout the year, and
campsite facilities throughout the region are very good. The outdoor
holiday lifestyle is very popular. Campsites provide running water, hot
showers, electrical power points, in great locations with helpful staff.

Specifically in Botswana, we make use of operator only private
and exclusive campsites. These campsites are located inside the
national parks of Botswana, and allow us to get an incredibly close
wilderness experience. Our guides will ensure that wild camping is
a fantastic part of your safari.

Each year, Sunway operates a limited number of private guided
departures for families, friends, or special interest groups.

How it works

Many of the Sunway small, privately owned and preferred lodges
have limited room capacity, therefore we make our scheduled
tour accommodation bookings long in advance. In our experience
trying to get accommodation group bookings at some of the key
destinations, particularly in high season, can be challenging. By using
a scheduled tour we can also make use of the vehicles in locations
they are planned to be, and thus avoid long distance empty vehicle
relocation costs, ultimately making the private guided tour as cost
effective as possible.

So when planning a private guided tour we generally start with a
scheduled tour departure, and close it out for exclusive private group
use. This means that we already have accommodation secured and
vehicles and guides scheduled, making planning more cost effective
and ensuring availability at our preferred lodges.

Group Sizes

Private safaris are most cost-effective for groups of 6 to 12 people, but we
regularly operate small private tours in our 6+1 seat Land Cruisers. For
larger groups, we can comfortably accommodate up to 20 guests.

Expert Guides

Your dedicated Sunway guides are qualified and registered field
guides who will share their deep knowledge of Africa’s wildlife,
landscapes and cultures, bringing your safari to life and ensuring a
safe, enriching journey.

We firmly believe that sustainable
utilisation is the only viable conservation approach in Africa, and our small group
style of travel is the ideal driver for long term conservation in Southern Africa.

Employment of Local Guides: Enhancing Experiences and Community Benefits
Local people possess exceptional knowledge about the wildlife and the areas they
call home. We prioritise the employment of local guides and by doing so, we ensure
that the communities we visit receive direct revenues from our visits. Many of the
people that we employ, both directly and indirectly, are the sole bread winners in
their families.

Water and plastic

We encourage you to make use of a water bottle and refill it from taps and boreholes
on tour. The water quality is good. Avoid buying single use plastic bottles and your
guides can advise on where to refill.

Carbon Emissions - Benefits of Small Group Touring

Small group travel is a more environmentally friendly option than self-drive because
the carbon emissions per person is significantly lower. 2 people in a self-drive 4WD
use approximately 6-7 litres of fuel per person per 100km whereas 10 people in a
Sunway truck use less than 2 litres of fuel per person per 100km - it's more than 3x
more sustainable to travel on a Sunway small group tour!

SOS - Save our Sausage Trees Project - Okavango

Traditionally local communities in Botswana’s Okavango Delta use the wood
of the Sausage Tree (Kigelia Africana) to craft their mekoro. The demand for
wooden mekoro is unsustainable, and sadly these trees

are disappearing from the region. In response we

established the SOS trees project which assists local

community polers to buy replica fiberglass mekoro.

These mekoro have a longer lifespan than wooden

ones and are produced without negative effect on the

environment. A collection box will be made available

after your Okavango excursion and any donations go

directly to the purchase of fibreglass mekoro. Since 2011

Sunway clients have helped over 70 polers to buy their own

mekoro.

Msinene Conservancy - KwaZulu Natal

Over the last 10 years we have rehabilitated old cattle farms, re-introduced
wildlife and our active anti-poaching team protect the conservation of this
beautiful environment. Several Sunway trips stay at Zululand Lodge and
your patronage helps to fund conservation. The purchase of water bottles by
Sunway clients raised enough money for us to introduce two young female
giraffe in 2023, and thereby expand the genetic biodiversity.

Educating our Youth - Johannesburg

Each year we run several safaris for disadvantaged children. Our aim is to
raise our young adult’s basic understanding and respect for the natural
environment. We also want > :

their future employment in
conservation or the tourism
industry.

The lunar landscapes surround the town of
Swakopmund and we visit these as we leave and
head into the Namib Desert with its towering red
sand dunes. We will walk to Sossusvlei, explore
Sesriem Canyon and from the comfort of our
lodge outside the national park watch a dramatic
sunset over the desert.

(If you prefer not to do the 4km walk to Sossusvlei
there is an optional own expense 4WD transfer).

Day 14 WINDHOEK _
[guest house BL-] e
Windhoek is the capital and largest city in
Namibia. Its charm lies in its harmonious blend of
African and European cultures and the friendliness
of its people and an interesting mix of modern and
German colonial era influenced architecture. We
arrive late in the day and enjoy a restaurant meal
(own expense).

Crossing into Botswana we overnight in the heart
of the Kalahari. We take a walk with the local San
Bushmen to learn fascinating bush skills and get
an insight into how these incredible people
survive in this desert environment. Our overnight
lodge is owned and operated by the community.

The sausage tree is the traditional tree cut down to make the mokoro (dugouts) used in the
Okavango Delta. But sadly these trees are disappearing from the region. Sunway has set up a
project to encourage the local community polers to buy fiberglass replica mekoro. Sponsor-
ship for each mokoro is needed. If you would like to contribute, please talk to your guide.

Day 16, 17, 18 OKAVANGO DELTA
[tented camping x2 BLD][lodge x1 BL-] [= ]
An annual flood of fresh water spreads into the Kalahari Desert creating the
reed lined channels of the Okavango Delta. Our first night is spent in Maun
in preparation before journeying deep into the Delta on Mekoro (dugouts)
- an experience not to be missed. We have 2 nights in our tented camp on
aremote island and enjoy game walks, swimming and the birdlife in this
pristine wilderness area.

Day 19 MAKGADIKGADI PANS [permanent tent BL-] [= ]
Feel the vastness of Africa under a big sky sunset. After the rains the pans
fill with water and attract thousands of water birds and herds of zebra,
wildebeest and springbok.

Day 20 CHOBE NATIONAL PARK [tented lodge BL-] [a ]
We turn north through the Chobe Forest Reserve to Kasane where we settle
into our lodge. Chobe NP is famous for large herds of elephant and buffalo.

Make our way down into “the valley” of the South
Luangwa National Park. This remote region is
one of Africa’s finest wildlife sanctuaries where

elephants, hippo, lion and leopard abound.
Our lodge, on the banks of the Luangwa River,
overlooks the national park and you can
frequently see hippos and elephants from the
camp swimming pool! We explore the game
management area and the national park on a
game walk and open 4WD game drives, one at
night with spotlights, to see nocturnal animals.
(In the green season, Dec - Apr, walks may not be
possible in which case we'll do extra game drives).
There is time on the last afternoon either to relax
in camp or take another game walk, game drive or
village visit activity (own expense).
Day 9 LILONGWE [lodge BL - ] m
We cross the border at Chipata into Malawi and
make our way to the capital Lilongwe where
we restock on supplies. The afternoon is free to
wander the town or search the markets before we
head to our lodge on the outskirts of town.

Day 10-11 MULANJE MASSIF [lodge BLD] BNl
Wetour one of Malawi's famous tea plantationsin the
Thyolo region before making our way to our lodge
in Mulanje. Mount Mulanje’s bare rock flanks tower
to almost 3002m, dwarfing all that surrounds it, and
influencing cloud patterns in the area, making it an
important source of rain water at the head of almost
every river in this part of southern Malawi. Formed
about 130 million years ago, the first European to
see the Massif was David Livingstone in 1859, but
archaeological investigation reveals evidence of
human activity since the Stone Ages. We take a day
walk on the slopes to see the streams, waterfalls and
towering peaks.

Day12-13 LIWONDE [camping BLD] 4N\
Ancient baobab trees and lofty palms provide the
backdrop for this magnificent southern Malawi
reserve. Covering 548 km? of the upper Shire
River plains and valley slopes, Liwonde harbours
Malawi’s largest remaining elephant population
and the critically endangered Black Rhino.

In the Luangwa Valley we stay at Wildlife Camp who donate 60% of their revenues to the Wildlife
and Environmental Conservation Society of Zambia. A local guide will lead us on game walks

and conduct night drives in open 4WD. Your visit will support employment opportunities.

Leopards in South Luangwa

In the morning we'll explore the grassland and woodland habitats in search
of leopards, elephants, hippos, antelopes and rare Lilian’s lovebirds in our
safari truck.

The river Shire flows along Liwonde’s western border and we'll board a river
cruise safari in the hopes of finding hippo, crocodiles, elephants or any other
game coming down to quench their thirst.

Day 14 - 15 LAKE MALAWI [lodge BLD] Bl
Lake Malawi is the jewel of Malawi and one the Great Rift Valley lakes. We
head to the Lake Malawi National Park where we take a boat to the secluded
tropical Nankoma Island, near Senga Bay. The island lodge is an idyllic
paradise with kayaks and snorkelling gear available to explore the island and
snorkel with the jewelled fish, the endemic Cichlids. The friendly people of
Malawi make it the “warm heart of Africa”.

Wake up to the sound of the birds on your own paradise island. Roll out of
bed and head down to the beach to soak a morning of sun and relaxation or
take a kayak for a paddle around the island. Stop to snorkel and be amazed
by the sheer variety of colourful fish.

Day 16 LILONGWE -TOURENDSI[-B--]
We catch the ferry back to mainland where we climb back onto our truck and

return to Lilongwe, sun-tanned, laid-back and ready to re-join life.
Tour ends at 11:00am at the Lilongwe airport.

Day 1 - 3 JOHANNESBURG to ZULULAND
[tented lodge Bx2 Lx3 Dx3] ﬁ
(B=breakfast, L=lunch, D=dinner) !
Zululand, home of the nation forged by King
Shaka Zulu - stretches from the warm Indian Ocean,
across the rolling green hills to the Drakensberg
Mountains. We depart Johannesburg at 06:30am,
travelling across the Highveld before descending
into the heart of Kwazulu Natal known for it's rich
culture and spectacular wildlife. Our lodge for the
next 3 nights is situated on a private nature reserve.

Day 11 - 12 KRUGER NATIONAL PARK [chalets Bx2 Lx2 Dx1] Eml
Leaving the Indian Ocean coast, we travel through the Limpopo Transfrontier Park
and enter Kruger National Park, South Africa. An icon of nature conservation,
Kruger is big game country! As we make our way to our camp, we enjoy an
exciting game drive and hope to spot lions, giraffe and elephant among others.

Day 13 GREATER KRUGER [lodge BLD] o
The following morning we are up early and we spend the day exploring the
national park before we leave and head to our private game lodge. Relax around
the pool or the camp fire on our final evening in the tranquil African wilderness.

Day 14 CHOBE NATIONAL PARK [lodge B - D] -
The Caprivi Strip, Zambezi Region, is a thin wedge of Namibia, which separates

The vleis are clay pans
formed by the occasional flooding of the
Tsauchab River. Sossusvlei is dotted with ancient
Camel Thorn trees (Acacia erioloba) while the
trees on Deadvlei are lifeless and stark against the
surrounding tall orange sand dunes.

Day 3 SWAKOPMUND [hotel B - -] s )
Swakopmund lies on the Atlantic coast, and
the relative cool sea breezes will be a welcome
change from the hot desert days. The town lies at
the mouth of the Swakop River which flows
infrequently, but forms the northern boundary of
the relentlessly northward migrating sand dunes.

Optional scenic flights from Swakopmund offer
spectacular desert landscapes as they fly along
the Skeleton Coast (own expense).

Day 4-5 BRANDBERG [lodge BLD] ™
We head inland to the Tsiseb Conservancy and
the Brandberg, a mountainous granite outcrop.
Standing at over 2,600m it towers above the
surrounding plains and is visible from a great
distance. The Tsisab Ravine at the foot of the
mountain contains more than 1000 rock shelters
and some 45,000 rock paintings including the
famous “White Lady’, which is a short 40 minute
walk up the ancient watercourse.

Our lodge, situated in the dry Ugab River valley, is

ideally situated to explore the area in search of the
rare desert elephants and we'll join a local guide
on a 4WD excursion. Being far ranging and elusive,
a sighting of the elephants cannot be guaranteed,
but with the knowledge of our local guide the day
will be fascinating.

Day 6 - 7 ETOSHA NATIONAL PARK ﬁ
[chaletB - -]

The salt pan in Etosha is the remnants of a large
lake that dried up thousands of years ago. This
“Great White Place” is 120km wide and forms the
central attraction in the National Park. Natural
springs and waterholes around the edges provide
life giving water that sustains the wildlife in this
otherwise arid area. Elephants coated in the white
salt dust from the pan make for extraordinary
photos. Our camp is located on the edge of a
floodlit waterhole allowing us to get a glimpse of
the nocturnal animals that come to drink,
including the rare black rhino, lion and possibly
leopard. We enjoy the evening sitting at the
waterhole in anticipation.

Day 8 GROOTFONTEIN [chalet B --] s )
We spend most of today in the Etosha National
Park, before moving to our overnight lodge in the
Grootfontein district. En route we'll stop at the
Hoba meteorite. At over 60 tons, it is the largest
known meteorite on Earth.

Day 9 KAVANGO RIVER
[chalet / permanent lodge tent BLD] ﬁ'

Driving north east we enter the Kavango Region,
our lodge is situated on the banks of the Kavango
River, which flows from Angola, across the Caprivi
and feeds the Okavango Delta. Excellent bird
watching opportunities. ﬁ‘

Day 10-11 OKAVANGO DELTA [lodge BLD]

We explore the Mahango Game Reserve on a
morning game drive in our tour vehicle before we
cross into Botswana at the Mohembo border and

head south to our lodge in the Okavango Pan handle. From our rustic lodge, we'll
explore the Okavango by mokoro and motor boat. Tranquil reed lined rivers, crystal
clear water and abundant bird life. Time to rest, relax and enjoy the views of the
Okavango Delta.

Day 12 CAPRIVI [chalet B-D] ™
We cross back into Namibia and cross part of the Caprivi Strip. A narrow piece of
land annexed to the German South West African colony in 1890, allowing access
to the mighty Zambezi River and a trade route to the East coast of Africa and the
then German Tanganyika. We enjoy an afternoon boat cruise exploring the game
rich area.

Day 13 CHOBE [lodge B-D] ™
Heading east we cross the Caprivi and enter Botswana at the Ngoma Border and
drive across the Chobe National Park to the small town of Kasane. The Chobe River
attracts an abundance of wildlife. Our afternoon activity is an incredible experience
on the Chobe River where we head out by boat into the park and get close to the
elephants as they quench their thirst. We leave the park as the golden sun slips
below the horizon.

Day 14 VICTORIA FALLS, ZIMBABWE [lodge B - -] ﬁ
The Zambezi River rises in Zambia before flowing through Angola and along the
border of Namibia, Botswana, Zambia and Zimbabwe, before plunging 100 metres
over the awe-inspiring Victoria Falls. The spray billowing up from the gorge creates
a lush rainforest that surrounds the falls. With our local guides, we explore the
National Park where we walk to the very edge of the falls and marvel at the power
of the water that created this wonder.

Day 15 VICTORIA FALLS, ZIMBABWE - TOURENDS [- B - -]
This classic journey ends at 08:00am at the lodge.

Day 1 JOHANNESBURG -
GORGE [camping -LD]

Departing Johannesburg we head north to Goo-
Moremi campsite on day 1 of our journey, as we
venture into the heart of Botswana’s wilderness.
We travel through breathtaking landscapes as
we make our way to the enchanting Goo-Moremi
campsite, where we explore the gorge, its rich
cultural and spiritual heritage, its waterfalls and
if lucky see vultures in the colony on foot.

GOO-MOREMI

Day 2 KUBU ISLAND - MAKGADIKGADI PANS
[camping BLD]

Kubu Island is a remarkable granite rock
formation located in Botswana’s Makgadikgadi
Pans, known for its stunningly flat and desolate
landscape, surrounded by a vast salt pan and
characterized by its eerie beauty. After breakfast
we transfer into our open 4wd safari vehicle and
head off the beaten track to explore this area of
baobab trees and salt pans. The flat landscape,
and incredible starry skies offer incredible
photo opportunities during the day and night.
We explore the granite rock formations and
interesting fauna and flora of the area on foot.

Day 3 GWETA - MAKGADIKGADI PANS
[camping BLD]

We skirt the edges of the vast Makgadikgadi
Pans National Park, making our way up to Gweta
where we spend the night at Planet Baobab
Campsite. The Makgadikgadi Pans are the world’s
largest salt pans, covering 30,000 sq kms, formed
from the remnants of a large inland lake that
dried up thousands of years ago. Home to a
variety of wildlife including large herds of Zebra
and wildebeest and migratory birds. Enjoy an
evening under the stars.

Day 4 MAUN [camping BL -]

We have a slow morning allowing time for the
optional (own expense) meerkat activity. The
meerkat adventure gets us into the middle
of the comical antics of the meerkats. The

meerkats live in family groups along the edge of
the salt pans, and we have the opportunity to get
close observing and engaging with habituated
meerkats in their habitat.

We make our way towards Maun arriving mid-
afternoon where we have time to resupply in
preparation for our next few days in the Okavango.
An optional (own expense) game flight over the
Okavango, which will reveal a different aspect of
the delta. We set up camp and enjoy an evening
meal at a local restaurant (own expense).

Day 5 - 7 MOREMI GAME RESERVE

[wild camping BLD]

We head north to the wilderness of Moremi Game
Reserve, a world renowned conservation area. The
Moremi encompasses a portion of the Okavango
Delta, and as such has an amazingly varied
landscape of floodplains, forests, lagoons and
winding water channels. Have your camera at the
ready for the fantastic photographic possibilities
including colourful birdlife and plentiful big game
animals including wild dogs, elephant, hippo,
buffalo and lion and hopefully leopard.

We set up camp for three nights on a secluded
private campsite in the wild, giving us a rare
opportunity to break free from civilization and
experience the pristine African wilderness.
Explore the game reserve in open 4WD game
vehicle during the day and enjoy evenings around
the campfire giving us one of the best wildlife
camping experiences in Southern Africa.

Day 8 - 10 OKAVANGO DELTA

[wild camping BLD]

Our local guides will take us deep into the heart of
the Okavango Delta on mekoro (dugout canoes).
The delta forms as water flows from the Angolan
highlands out over the Botswanan flat Kalahari
Desert sands creating a delicate, green oasis for
birds & wildlife. We will camp wild on remote
islands in this amazingly dynamic environment &
enjoy bush walks, bird watching & swimming in
the clear water. Camping with our local guides we

learn more about their lifestyle & culture. We return to Maun in the late afternoon of
day 10 and overnight in the campsite with good, comfortable facilities.

Day 11-13 CENTRAL KALAHARI GAME RESERVE [wild camping BLD]

The name ‘Kalahari” conjures up images of wide-open grassy plains, dry river beds,
hardy wildlife and of course the famed black-maned Kalahari Lions. You will not
be disappointed! The Central Kalahari Game Reserve (CKGR) is the largest, most
remotely situated reserve in Southern Africa, and the second-largest wildlife
reserve in the world, encompassing 52 800 sq kms. Nothing prepares you for the
immensity of this reserve or its wild, mysterious beauty. There is an impression of
unending space, and having the entire reserve to yourself.

We journey to the northern section of the CKGR, spending three days exploring
this remote wilderness of rolling grasslands, occasional sand dunes and fossilized
river valleys. Including the iconic areas of Deception Valley and Leopard Pan.
These areas offer good game viewing. The roads are sandy and heavy going, so be
prepared for some long travelling days, but this is more than worthwhile because
of the amazing environment that you are travelling through.

Day 14 KHAMA RHINO SANCTUARY [camping BLD]

The Khama Rhino Sanctuary Trust is a community based wildlife project established in 1992 to assist in saving
the vanishing rhino, restore an area formerly teeming with wildlife to its previous natural state and provide

[camping Bx1, Lx2, Dx2]

Departing Johannesburg at 06:30am we head
north-east into the world famous Kruger
National Park. We visit the remote and seldom
visited northern part of the park from Letaba to
Pafuri. We enjoy morning and afternoon game
drives in our safari vehicle and hope to spot lion,
elephant, rhino and other animals in this icon of
wildlife conservation.

Day 3 GREAT ZIMBABWE [camping BLD]
Entering Zimbabwe at the Beitbridge border
post, we travel to the town of Masvingo and the
Great Zimbabwe Monuments. The well
preserved ruins are some of the oldest and
largest stone structures in Southern Africa and
were built during the 11th to 14th Centuries. We
explore on foot and wonder at the mysteries of
these ancient stone structures and the
civilization that built them.

Day 4 - 5 MATOBOS NATIONAL PARK
[camping BLD]

Moving on to Bulawayo, we arrive in the late
afternoon and set up our camp on the outskirts
of the park, before enjoying a sundowner and an
evening around the campfire.

It is famed for its large elephant
population. Our camp is in the game management
area that borders the park, and we explore the
park with our local guide, on a full day game drive
in an open 4WD game viewing vehicle.

Day 8 - 9 VICTORIA FALLS [camping B--]

We camp for 2 nights in the town of Victoria Falls.
We enjoy a spectacular walk through tropical
vegetation to the very edge of the “Mosi oa
Tunya” or “the smoke that thunders”- Victoria Falls.
There are opportunities to white water raft on the
mighty Zambezi River, enjoy a boat cruise or take
a“flight of angels” (own expense).

Day 10 CHOBE NATIONAL PARK [camping BLD]
Entering Botswana, our camp is situated in the
town of Kasane on the banks of the Chobe River.

Our local guides will take
us deep into the heart of the Okavango Delta on
mekoro (dugout canoes). Being gently poled

through the network of channels is an experience not to be missed. The
delta forms as rain water from the Angolan highlands flows out over the flat
Kalahari Desert sands, forming a delicate, green oasis for birds and wildlife.
We will camp wild on remote islands in this amazingly dynamic environment
and enjoy bush walks, bird watching & swimming in the clear waters.
Camping with our local guides we learn more about their lifestyle and
culture. We return to Maun in the late afternoon of day 14 and have time for
an optional (own expense) game flight over the Okavango, which will reveal
a different aspect of the delta.

We hope to spot some of the endangered rhino on a game drive.

Crossing back into South Africa, we make our way to Johannesburg where
the tour ends in the late afternoon at +/- 18:00pm at the hotel.

Day 1 LIVINGSTONE / VICTORIA FALLS
[camping - - -]

Our journey begins with the incredible views as
the mighty Zambezi River plunges 110 meters
over the Victoria Falls. We spend the afternoon
exploring the mile wide waterfall and the
surrounding rainforest that is created by the
spray. We settle into camp in the late afternoon
with the guides briefing before having dinner
(own expense) at a local restaurant. Optional
activity of a flight over the falls or a sunset river
cruise may be possible (own expense).

Day 2 KAFUE RIVER [camping BLD]

We pack up camp and depart Livingstone for the
long drive across southern Zambia to our camp
on the Kafue River. We pass small villages, and
the rolling landscape offers interesting views
before we drop down into the lower Zambezi
River valley. We spend the late afternoon in
preparation for our canoeing expedition down
the lower Zambezi River.

Day 3 -4 LOWER ZAMBEZI CANOEING
[camping BLD]

True adventure begins. This morning we pack
our canoes and head out onto the Zambezi River,
home of the tribal mythical god - Nyami Nyami.
The river is lined with small villages and diverse
scenery. For the entire day birdwatching and
photographic opportunities abound. We paddle
with the river current and take time to enjoy the
calm and serenity. New views are offered as the
river snakes its way through the valley, and the
sound of the African fish eagle can be heard as
it calls from the tree tops. We stop for a rest and
lunch on the banks of the river before heading
out again for the afternoon.

Our camp is wild on the riverbank in the heart of
untamed Africa. The following morning we canoe
further downstream into a wildlife rich area with
opportunities of seeing hippos, elephants and
other wildlife. Before we are collected by motorboat
and make our way back to the starting campsite.

Day 5 CHINHOYI [camping BL-]
We cross into Zimbabwe at the Chirundu border
post and traverse the Hurungwe Safari area to
our next stop at Chinhoyi Caves. Crystal clear,
cobolt blue water lies at the bottom of the “pool
of the fallen”. The extensive system of caves and
tunnels were used as a place of safety for Mashona
tribesman against the Matabele raiders.

Day 6 - 7 NYANGA NATIONAL PARK S
[chalet BLD] &
We spend two days exploring Nyanga Mountain
National Park. The park offers breathtaking vistas
and diverse landscapes with Mount Nyangani,
Zimbabwe’s highest point at 2592m above sea
level. As we explore its trails, you'll encounter lush
forests, cascading waterfalls, and serene lakes.
The air is crisp, and the sounds of nature surround
us, creating a peaceful atmosphere. The variety
of ecosystems and climate in the area make it a
birders haven. Interesting birdlife includes the
Blue Swallows in summer and Wattled Cranes
breed in the area during the winter months, and
a variety of raptors.

Day 8 - 9 CHIMANIMANI NATIONAL PARK
[camping BLD]

In the morning we make our way to Chimanimani
National Park, were we make camp for the next
two nights. The scent of wildflowers fills the air as
you explore the winding trails, immersing yourself
in nature’s beauty.

On day 9, we visit the Bridal Veil Falls and for the
more adventurous we embark on a walk up Pork
Pie Hill in Chimanimani National Park. The park
offers breathtaking landscapes and abundant
birdlife. The Afro-Montane forests are home to 74
species of endemic birds, eland, bushbuck and
blue duiker.

Day 10 GREAT ZIMBABWE MONUMENTS
[camping BL -]

Dating back to the 11th century, Great Zimbabwe
was the capital of the Kingdom of Zimbabwe.

These are some of the oldest stone structures in Southern Africa. The remnants of a
civilization of up to 20,000 people surviving on trade in gold, cattle and crops. The
word Zimbabwe means “houses of stone”. The complex drystone walls and ruins leave
archeological clues as to the lifestyle of the people of the area. We explore this national
monument and UNESCO World Heritage Site on foot with a guided walk through the
hill complex and valley ruins.

Day 11-12 MATOBOS [camping BLD]

Bulawayo is our next destination and the Matobos National Park. Arriving in the late
afternoon, we set up camp on the outskirts of the park. We spend the following day
exploring the park.

Matobos National Parks’ giant granite boulder landscapes, ancient rock art and
surrounding wildlife make this a highlight of the tour. We embark on an open game
driveinto the reserve, where we take a guided walk to get closer to nature and hopefully
track the endangered white rhino. After lunch we learn about the bushman paintings
that adorn some of the rock overhangs. We visit the site of Cecil John Rhodes’ grave
and enjoy the magnificent sights from World’s View. We return to our camp in the late
afternoon and enjoy a sundowner and evening around the campfire.

Day 13 -14 HWANGE NATIONAL PARK [camping BLD]

One of the most famous wildlife reserves in Southern Africa, Hwange National Park, the
biggest game reserve in Zimbabwe, is our next stop. We camp on a wildlife concession
bordering the park and spend the following full day in search of big game on an open
vehicle game drive.

Proclaimed in 1928 this reserve forms an important conservation area along the
Zimbabwe and Botswana Border. Photographic opportunities abound, as we search
for the large herds of elephant, buffalo and plains game that inhabit the park. Great
birdwatching with 420 species recorded in the park, and if we are lucky, we might spot
some of the elusive predators. The waterholes also offer good opportunities as the
wildlife comes down to drink. We stop for a rest and lunch at a picnic site in the park
before enjoying the afternoons sightings. We head back to camp in the late afternoon
for our last night around the campfire.

Day 15 VICTORIA FALLS - TOUR ENDS [- B--]
On our final day we have a short transfer from our last camping site to Victoria Falls,
Zimbabwe where the tour ends around lunchtime.

Please note: we do a free drop off at Victoria Falls airport on day 15
at 11:00am so you can book your flight out for the last day of tour.

Departing, after a tour briefing, from Cape Town
at 08:00am we visit Hout Bay harbour en route to
Cape Point Nature Reserve and then the African
Penguin colony at Boulders Beach. We sample
some of Cape Town's culinary wonders at a

local restaurant in the Victoria & Alfred
Waterfront (own expense).

Day 2 CEDERBERG

[camping BLD]

(B=breakfast, L=lunch, D=dinner)

The Cederberg is a massive rocky wilderness
where giant sandstone boulders have been
sculpted by wind and rain into bizarre and artistic
shapes.
